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Abstract

St. Patrick is a special figure for Christianity in Ireland. The present study focuses on
the similarities and differences that seem to exist between Saint Patrick and the pre-
existing Druids of the island, but also on the therapeutic dimensions of his actions.
This research is based on ancient and later texts and reveals that the need to find or
invent similarities probably stems from the need of Irish converts to fill the gap left by
the absence of Druids' previous social and religious activity.
