ABSTRACT

In this study is investigating the international bibliography, as well as the causes of
the relatively new phenomenon, which is called Queer. The data are sorted according
to their cross-cultural constants of Eduard Spranger. There is a huge in scope and dy-
namic dissemination and promotion of this movement of Q-life, which started basical-
ly through Art, especially Music and Cinema. However, because the Queers seek with
their movement to penetrate deeply into the psyche, in particular young people, tend
to establish —with syncretisms and sophistry— their own Religion, incorrectly inter-
preting the canonical Bible.
